Diving on the Santa Rosa Wall is like no other diving you will 

ever do. It is completely effortless, just get neutral and let the 

current and the wall amaze you. For those who don’t want to do 

the wall with all of it’s swim through, you can stay at the top of 

the reef in usually 50-60 feet and follow the bubbles from the 

divers on the wall. A great dive for beginner and advanced divers 

alike. 

When the dive is over you and your buddy make your way to 

the top after a safety stop and the boat is there to pick you up. 

Lazy diving, gotta love it. 

The second dives are usually 40-50 feet on some spectacular 

coral heads. Average dives are 45-60 minutes depending on your 

air consumption. All dives are guided by 1 or 2 experienced dive 

masters that love to find critters to show to everyone. All dives 

are drift dives, no finding the boat or anchor and the visibility is 

a true 70-100 foot with few exceptions. 

The resort is Spanish style stucco and the floors are tile. The 

place was custom made for divers. All rooms have air and most 

have a great view of the water. 

The food is really good and is plentiful and is included in the 

trip price. After the morning dives, run over to the restaurant for 

lunch and afterwards have a siesta in the shaded seaside 

hammock stand.

Explorer. Do up to 4 dives a day and a night dive as well. The 

food is fantastic and sometimes is caught minutes before 

dinner.

You will zoom around the smaller rock islands in the dive 

boats and meet the Pacific explorer in some secluded lagoon 

for the night under the stars.
